‘ORANGE PARTNERSHIP’ AGREEMENT
By & Between

The State of Florida of the United States of America
&
The Prefecture of Wakayama in Japan

Whereas the State of Florida and Wakayama Prefecture (hereinafter 'the two parties’),
have important commonalities such as a large citrus industry and significant tourism
infrastructure, and which have maintained an official sister state relationship since 1995, and

Whereas both parties desire to expand and enhance the existing economic relationship
between them, on the occasion of the 8™ Florida-Japan Summit, the two parties do hereby
agree to promote and expand mutual economic ties in the areas of bi-lateral trade, investment,
tourism and educations in accordance with this “Orange Partnership” Agreement as follows:

Article 1

The two parties hereby agree to cooperate in the expansion of bi-lateral tourism ties through
existing channels that both parties have established, in order to enhance mutual economic
growth and job creation from expanded tourism ties.

Article 2 -

The two parties agree to cooperate in the promotion of bi-lateral trade through existing
channels that both parties have established in order to enhance mutual economic growth and
job creation resulting from expanded bi-lateral trade ties.

Article 3

The two parties hereby agree to promote mutual investment between local enterprises through
existing channels that both parties have established in order to enhance mutual economic
growth and job creation.

Article 4
The two parties hereby agree to promote mutual educational exchange in the areas of
mathematics and science technology between Florida and Wakayama schools.

Additional specific items for cooperation between the two parties pursuant to this agreement
may be included through an addendum, by mutual agreement between the two parties in the
future. Both the Japanese and English versions of this agreement shall be certified as official
documents, and become effective upon signing on this 15th day of November 2011.
